2)  Special Board Meeting, September 19, 2016

Mayor Winslow called the special board meeting to order at 6:00pm on the above date in the Council Room of Village Hall.  The meeting started with “The Pledge of Allegiance”.  Roll call was taken by Village Clerk Sue Lowrance with Trustees Bourland, Withers, Mull, Bost, Dugger, and McRae in attendance.  Also in attendance were Public Works Director Rod Cheatham, Fire Chief Alex Campbell, and Zoning Administrator Tim Brown.    
Mayor Winslow announced that new bids for financing of the police vehicles and fire department breathing apparatus equipment have been received.  First National Bank has the lowest bid offer at 1.5% for five years with a $500 closing cost.  Winslow reviewed the other bids as submitted.  Motion was made by McRae, seconded by Mull, to accept the offer of First National Bank for financing of police vehicles and fire equipment as stated in their proposal dated September 16, 2016.  Trustees Bourland, Withers, Mull, Bost, Dugger and McRae voted aye, nays none.  Motion carried 6-0.

Mayor Winslow stated that the Zoning Board has submitted a recommendation to approve a Special Use Permit for a used car lot at the property located at 512 E. Bethalto Blvd, which is in a General Commercial District.  The public hearing process was followed and all interested parties were heard.  All concerns were addressed and granting the permit was recommended.  It was noted that all regulations as stated in Village code must be followed or the permit can be revoked.  Motion made by Bourland, seconded by Bost, to accept the recommendation of the Zoning Board and grant a Special Use Permit to Paul Stemme for property located at 512 E. Bethalto Blvd provided that all Village regulations are followed.  Trustees Bourland, Withers, Mull, Bost, Dugger and McRae voted aye, nays none.  Motion carried 6-0.
Having no further business, motion was made by Mull, seconded by Dugger, to adjourn the meeting at 6:05pm.  All voted aye viva voce, meeting was adjourned.
